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A Historic Moment for Hong Kong

Opening Ceremony of the Chinese Arts Festival
(27th September, 1984)

Mr. Lo, Ladies and Gentlemen,

We are most happy to have Mr. Lo here with us today at the Opening
Ceremony of this Chinese Arts Festival. A prominent public figure and a suc-
cessful industrialist, Mr. Lo is also a most enthusiastic connoisseur and collector
of Chinese ceramic art, who has furthermore worked for the improvement of
the modern Chinese industry in ceramic artefacts. It is therefore a great honour
and pleasure indeed that Mr. Lo has kindly agreed to cut the ribbons for this
Arts Festival, which is being held for popularizing the folk and traditional arts
of China.

That the University Student Union has chosen this particular day for the
opening of this Arts Festival is a memorable coincidence, for this is a historic
moment for Hong Kong as well as for China. As we all know, China and Great
Britain have just initialled a Draft Agreement on the future of Hong Kong, in
which it was announced that China would resume the exercise of sovereignty
over Hong Kong in 1997, and would establish Hong Kong as a Special Adminis-
trative Region having its own highly autonomous Government composed of
local Hong Kong people and with a commitment to maintaining the present
socio-political system of Hong Kong basically unchanged for fifty years. An
Annex of the Agreement also set out in detail the policies and arrangements
that China would make for the realization of such aims.

The announcement made it clear that the future of Hong Kong must be
decided in accordance with the overriding principle that the integrity of
Chinese sovereignty must be respected; at the same time it also showed that
both the Chinese and the British Governments are sincere and determined in
their wish of maintaining the prosperity and vitality of Hong Kong, and would
take necessary practical measures towards this end. With its detailed and
specific provisions, the Draft Agreement presents to us no less than a blueprint
for the future development of Hong Kong. It is a good blueprint, and the goals
envisaged therein are most commendable. Nevertheless its realization cannot
depend on the two Governments alone, but rather hinges on whether the Hong
Kong people would now put their shoulder to the task at hand and fully take
up their responsibility to themselves.

The -two most urgent tasks now facing the Hong Kong people are: one,
to learn the art of self-government and, two, to understand China and to
strengthen their ties and co-operation with China. Hong Kong people have in
the past excelled in their single-minded pursuit of overseas trade development
and economic growth, which are what make Hong Kong it is today. Unfortu-
nately, this preoccupation has been pursued to the neglect of their sense of
community and of their own roots, resulting in antipathy and fear towards par-
ticipation in and discussion of public affairs, and incomprehension and aliena-
tion towards all things associated with Mainland China. Now that Hong Kong
people have to stand up and manage its own affairs, and to deal with China in
an increasing number of matters, it is clearly high time that deficiencies in our
public sense and ‘China sense’ be remedied at the earliest possible moment.

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The Future of Hong Kong and the Destiny of China

Twenty-Eighth Congregation for the Conferment of
First Degrees (6th December, 1984)

Mr. Pro-Chancellor, Ladies and Gentlemen,

The year 1984 has been a most unusual year. For those of you who are
graduating today, this is the year when, having finished your undergraduate
studies, you will start working life or venture into specialized advanced studies.
Whatever your choice, this is an important milestone in your life, and all of us
present — your teachers, relatives, honoured guests of the University and
myself included — will want to congratulate you on reaping the rewards of four
years of hard work and wish you a bright and propitious future. For Hong Kong,
this is the year when its own future is being decided, and its fate reaches a
turning-point. From this point onward, Hong Kong will have to gradually
evolve from its present mode of governance into a position at which it can,
step by step, take on the responsibility of managing most of its own affairs.
Naturally, such a major change with effects reaching into every single family
would generate a great deal of discussion and speculation. The fact of the mat-
ter is, the real significance and result of this change will probably not be known
for another five, ten or even many more years to come.

If we cast our sights further and look at the whole of China, it will be
seen that 1984 is undoubtedly a crucial year for China as well. It has now been
decided that the reforms which have proved successful in the countryside would
be introduced in the cities and in the industries, and that the experience
gained from the Special Economic Zones would be extended to fourteen coastal
cities; it has also been announced that the entire economic structure, including
price, wage, monetary and managerial systems, is now to be overhauled. Will
these major and far-reaching reforms be really carried through and thus lead to
stable, rapid progress and bring long sought prosperity? Or will they yet once
again run aground in policy shifts? This must be a question which is constantly
being asked by everyone in Hong Kong, including our colleagues and our stu-
dents who are graduating today. In fact, it may be said that the future of all of
us here and the future of Hong Kong as well have become closely intertwined
with the destiny of China. If that is so, then at this crucial moment it is of
importance that Chinese intellectuals in Hong Kong should carefully re-
examine their attitude and reassess their responsibility in relation to Hong
Kong and China, and that is what [ propose to discuss here today.

During the past two years, many Hong Kong people in all walks of life
have spoken out on the future of the Territory, in particular what its future
socio-economic-political system should be like. Many views and suggestions
have been put forward, most of them advanced in the interest of safeguarding
the present rights of the local people and preserving existing systems and
institutions. Many of these views have subsequently been incorporated into the
Sino-British Joint Declaration on the future of Hong Kong. Therefore,
although legally the future of Hong Kong has been decided at the negotiating
table between the Chinese and British Governments, in actual fact the efforts
of the Hong Kong people to fight for their rights through voicing their views
have not been wasted. This is an experience from which we all should take
heart. Hong Kong will soon be faced with yet more major political issues, as
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and the need for reassessing the essence of socialism and its course of develop-
ment. This shows that China has learned the painful lesson from her recent
history, and has come to fully realize the disastrous effect of a close and inward-
looking mentality. She is therefore now determined to learn from others and
seek change in the most fundamental way. Indeed it may be said that recent
reforms in economic and management policies have all sprung from this realiza-
tion and determination.

The people of Hong Kong are well aware of the significance of this major
transformation, and they are truly heartened by this change. The fact that the
Sino-British Joint Declaration on Hong Kong’s future has been accepted by the
majority of the local people is no doubt closely related to the inevitability of
historical and political developments, but surely it must alsp owe something to
the contents of the Joint Declaration which are both reasonable and detailed,
as well as to the innovative and dynamic new face of China which we now
witness.

Will this determination to reform persist and reach every area of national
life? How can it gain sufficient support to launch China into a new and modern
era? These are questions which concern every single Chinese, and the search
for their answers is surely a task from which the Chinese intellectual cannot
escape.

This is not to overlook that for many years China has been under a highly
centralized political system, within which many intellectuals were conscious
that not much weight would be attached to their humble views, and some even
felt they really had no right to make themselves heard. I believe this situation
is now changing. A modern society must value the intellect. It must therefore
be an open society which is decentralized in decision-making, in order that it
can draw upon the talent and wisdom of all of its educated people in the most
effective manner. In such a society, the value of an intellectual does not merely
lie in his ability of solving practical problems by use of specialized knowledge,
but also arises from the fact that he can, on strength of his learning and
foresight, voice opinions and take stands on major national issues. While such
opinions and stands may not always be correct, and may not have direct bearing
on the political process, nevertheless in the long run they may well shape the
overall political and cultural development of society as a whole. To exert such
influence can be said to be the most fundamental responsibility of an intellec-
tual, and to create the conditions in which the intellectual can exert this influ-
ence can also be said to be the most pressing task facing a country which seeks
to modernize.

China has now reversed the previous tendency of relegating the educated
class to a minor role. She has, in fact, affirmed the value of intellectual labour
and recognized the crucial role of education and knowledge in the process of
modernization. Furthermore, the devolution of power, the separation of state
leadership from enterprise management, and the drive for bringing in a younger
and better educated leadership have now all been given high priority as part of
an overall reform. These changes have been set in motion only relatively
recently and as yet cannot be expected to show significant results, especially
since entrenched practice as well as sheer inertia are providing considerable
resistance. Still there is no dispute that the role of the intellectual is now on
the rise, and their views and opinions are being given much greater attention
than before. And it is reasonable to expect that they will shoulder even greater
responsibilities in more areas and at many different levels in future.

Thirtieth Congregation for the Conferment of
First Degrees (12th December, 1985)

Mr. Chancellor, Ladies and Gentlemen, Colleagues and Students,

After three years of tension and anxiety, Hong Kong has now finally
gone through a major political turning point. It will still have a long journey
to make through the next decade or so, during which it is to change from a
British administered territory into a highly autonomous Special Administrative
Region under the sovereignty of China. In this transitional period, Hong Kong
will have to participate in the building of a political system suitable for its
future status, to continue to grow and make progress, and yet at the same time
also to keep its basic social and economic systems unchanged. Very much like
making a crossing in strong wind across choppy open water, this takes confi-
dence, technical skill as well as the ability of accurately determining one’s bear-
ing and locating the destination, so as to be able to finally land at the right
spot after a long journey. Would Hong Kong people be able to apply their
talents, fortitude and foresight, which have proved so successful in commerce
and industry, to politics as well, and thus survive and thrive in the complicated
situation now confronting them? Are there future statesmen with vision and
conviction amongst the thousand odd young men and women now seated in
front of us? Surely such questions have taken on added importance and urgency
at this moment, when Hong Kong people must stand up and speak for them-
selves.

It is common knowledge that for a society to make progress, it must
develop education, and that the expansion of education depends on the availa-
bility of sufficient resources and the existence of a suitable framework. And
indeed Hong Kong has during the past three decades devoted a great deal of
effort to the development of education. Thus the provision of nine years of
basic education to all has now become a reality, senior secondary education
and technical education in many forms are fast expanding, and higher educa-
tion has also grown considerably. All in all, a comprehensive educational sys-
tem is now taking shape. This is the fruit of a long-term Government policy
which ensures a sustained high rate of investment and steady progress: its suc-
cess and its contribution to the overall development of Hong Kong are here for
all of us to see. Nevertheless, there also remain a number of problems in this
system, which are quite commonly known.

Confronted by a fast changing political situation and pressure of increas-
ing competition in international trade, Hong Kong obviously would need even
more and yet better education from now on. The further expansion and
improvement of its educational system has thereby become an urgent need, and
the newly established Education Commission is now laying the groundwork for
meeting it. This then should also be the right moment to review some of the
important problems embedded in our educational sysem and to re-examine
their cause, and that is what I now propose to do.

To view these problems in perspective, let us first remind ourselves of
some of the important events in the development of education in Hong Kong.
During the first half of this century, we had, like China and most of the rest
of the world, a ‘six-four’ system, that is, six years of secondary education fol-

trend o f downgradin g mother-tongu e teaching , an d whethe r makin g Chines e
Middle school s indistinguishabl e fro m Anglo-Chines e school s woul d i n effec t
allow th e proble m meantime t o becom e eve n more serious .

At thei rroot, th e problems of Sixth Form educationand ofthe medium
of instruction ar e caused by th e transplantation ofa British educational syste m
to Hong Kong. Asa matter of fact, many of those responsible for educating our
young an d for educationa | plannin g hav e themselve s bee n steepe d insuc ha
system for decades , an d indee d possibly hav e receive d al | o f thei r ow n education

in it. Whiletheymay fromtimeto time feel frustrated by these problems,
the force of habithasmadeitnoteasyforthe mto perceivetherootofthese
problems, o rtodeal with the m withanopenmind. Thusitprobablycannot
be helped thatther e wouldyetbe quitea while beforewe canregaina simple
and rational pattern of education, and it remains of importance for like-minde d
educators t o wor k closel y togethe r for quickenin g th e pac e of change, throug h
closely monitorin g developments i n this area and making known theirviews to
the general publica s wella s the responsibl e authorities .

Therei s no denyin gtoday' s worldi sa fiercely competitiv e world , no t
only i n scienc e an d technology, industr y an d international trade , bu t equall y
so incultureandthe domainofthe mind. Theris e of electronic mediameans
that th e whol e worl di s now bein g shrunken ontoa stage which everyone can
watch in comforta thome, an d thatw e and our younge r generation s ar e constantly

being expose d to th e scenes , fashions, lifestyles , an d attitude s o f different

nations an d peoples , assimilatin g them , comparin g them , judgin g the m
and getting intoxicate d by them. An d quit e honestly, present-da y Chines e culture

cannot reall y successfull y compet e with the Westor Japan in taking hold
of th e min d o f mos t people , especiall y th e youn g people o f Hong Kong . | ti's
therefore no t surprisin g tha teve n well-educate d an d talente d professional s
often becom e subconscious| y dazzle d an d subdue d b y Wester nidea s an d systems,

and thus find themselve s incapabl e of critically judgin g th e qualities and

discerning th e defects of such ideas and systems on strength of basic principles .
Hong Kon gi s perhaps uniquely conduciv e t o the growth andspread of sucha
mentality.

Whileitisalsotruethatboth HongKongand Chinamustcontinueto
import an d learn Westernidea s and systems ifthey ar e t o mak e progress, on e
must never los e sight ofthe fact that thisis for the purpose of improving themselves,

not fo r becomin g part o f th e West, therefor e a critical an d discernin g
attitude an d a constantdesire to excel mustbe keptup inorderthatone would
always remain th e master of his own mind. Th e Japanes e hav e bee n absorbin g
Chinese culture for centuries ever since the Tang and Song Dynasties, and have
remade it and expanded upon it without turnin g themselves into Chinese; they
have als o bee n continuousl y absorbin g Wester n cultur e eve rsinc e th e Meij i
Dynasty, an d have againremade it , expande d uponitan dtherebyeve n built
themselves int o on e o f th e mos t powerful economi c empire s o f the world, ye t
again withou t turnin g themselve s int o Englis hor American . Thei r thirs tfor
learning fro m other s an d their indomitabl e spiri t fo r constantl y strengthenin g
