An interview on insurance coverage for University employees 

The occurrence  of  accidents  and  injuries  is  relatively  rare  on  a  university  campus, 
where most  employees  work  in  a teaching  or  desk-bound  environment. 

However, unhappy incidents  in  which staff  members  sustain  grave  bodily  harm 
are known  to  have happened,  for  instance  in  the  laboratories  and 

on construction  sites.  While  the  University  has  always  urged  those  in  its  employ  to  take 
full safety  precautions  at  work,  it  also deems  it  its  duty  to  provide for 

a comprehensive  insurance  coverage  for  all  its  staff.  To  enable members  of 
the University  to  know more  about  the  insurance  scheme,  the 

CUHK Newslette r recently  interviewed  the  scheme's  two  subject  officers,

Double Protectio n 
O A s an employee o f the University, I  am not a t al l 

familiar wit h th e insuranc e coverag e I  a m 
entitled to . Could yo u briefl y introduce i t to me ? 

• Al l employee s o f th e Universit y ar e entitle d t o 
the p ro tec t io n de f ine d b y th e Employees' 
Compensation Ordinance  o f th e Hon g Kon g 
Government. Furthermore , whe n a  staff membe r 
is t o b e o n officia l duty outsid e Hon g Kong , h e 
or she may appl y fo r Overseas Coverage,  whic h 
provides fo r insuranc e agains t persona l injurie s 
and damages . Th e Universit y pay s th e premiu m 
for both type s o f protection schemes . 

O Ar e part-tim e employee s entitle d t o th e protection 
offered by thes e tw o schemes ? 

• Al l part-tim e worker s formall y employe d b y 
University ar e covere d b y th e Employees' 

Compensation scheme . The y ar e howeve r no t 
entitled t o apply fo r Overseas Coverage. 

When You are in Hong Kong 
O Unde r wha t circumstance s ma y a n employe e 

make claim s fo r insurance benefits ? 
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• An y employe e wh o suffer s injury by acciden t arisin g ou t 
of an d i n th e cours e o f hi s employmen t wil l b e awarde d 
legally-provided medica l cost s by the University . I n cas e 
of permanen t incapacity , o r death , the n compensatio n 
derived fro m the University' s staf f insurance polic y wil l 
apply. 

O Wha t ar e the rates o f compensation ? 
• Th e amoun t o f compensatio n depend s o n th e claimant' s 

age, salary , an d th e degre e o f permanen t incapacity , o r 
whether i t i s a  cas e o f death . Accordin g t o legislation s 
currently i n force , th e maximu m compensatio n fo r 
an employe e wh o die s whil e o n off icia l dut y i s 
HK$ 1,260,000, whil e a n employe e wh o ha s sustaine d 
permanent tota l incapacit y ma y clai m a s muc h a s 
HK$ 1,440,000. (Ful l compensation rate s se e table ) 

O I f a n employe e sustain s a n injur y whil e o n th e wa y t o 
work, o r whil e o n overtim e work , wil l h e o r sh e b e 
entitled t o medical cost s an d compensation ? 

• A n employe e wh o i s o n th e wa y t o work , literall y 
speaking, ha s no t yet commenced hi s or her official duty. 
Therefore suc h a n employe e i s no t entitle d t o th e abov e 
mentioned benefit s unde r norma l circumstances , an d s o 
far ther e ha s bee n n o preceden t cas e o f suc h a  claim . 
However th e Universit y ha s reache d a n agreemen t wit h 
its insuranc e agen t t o exten d insuranc e coverag e t o staf f 
members wh o trave l t o an d fro m wor k b y University -
arranged transport , eg . the staf f buses. I t can only be sai d 
here, wit h regar d t o employee s i n transi t i n general , tha t 
anyone wh o i s a  victim o f a n acciden t involving a  means 
of transpor t ma y alway s clai m th e relevan t typ e o f 
insurance benefit s o r compensatio n fro m th e individua l 
or organizatio n concerned . A s regard s injurie s sustaine d 
outside norma l hour s o f work , consideratio n t o claim s 
will b e give n onl y afte r the head o f the uni t concerned i s 
able to confirm that the claimant is about the University' s 
business an d no t hi s o r he r ow n affair s a t th e tim e th e 
accident occurs . 

W h e n Y o u A r e O u t s i d e H o n g K o n g 

O I s compensatio n availabl e t o thos e wh o sustai n injurie s 
outside Hong Kong ? 

• Th e Universit y ha s mad e arrangement s fo r compensation 
benefits to be extended to employees on official duty 

outside Hon g Kong . However , medica l benefit s fo r staff 
members wh o suffe r injurie s outsid e Hon g Kon g whil e 
on officia l busines s i s subjec t t o certai n restrictions , a s 
approved medica l standard s var y fro m plac e t o place . 
Furthermore, th e Universit y i s no t liabl e t o pa y compensation 

if thei r injur y i s sustaine d no t a s a  resul t o f 

official business, o r outside th e hours of officia l duty. 

O What shoul d the y d o then t o ensure bette r coverage ? 
• Th e Oversea s Coverag e m e n t i o n e d e a r l i e r i s a 

complement t o th e compensatio n packag e require d b y 
law. Oversea s Coverag e involve s a n insuranc e polic y 
providing a  relativel y broa d coverag e agains t injurie s 
sustained whethe r o n o r outsid e Universit y business . I t 
also cover s medica l cost s an d compensat io n fo r 
permanent o r temporar y incapacity , los s o f limb s an d 
other bodily functions , and death . 

O A s the premium for Overseas Coverag e i s paid fo r by th e 
University, I would like to know who may qualify for this 
scheme. 

• An y employe e age d betwee n 2 1 an d 7 0 year s wh o ar e 
due t o leav e Hon g Kon g o n a n approve d officia l 
University dut y ma y appl y t o th e Busines s Sectio n fo r 
an Oversea s Coverag e insuranc e policy . Bu t thos e wh o 
are age d 6 5 o r abov e wil l nee d t o furnis h proo f o f thei r 
physical fitness . I f nee d be , th e Busines s Sectio n wil l b e 
glad to offer advice. 

O But how abou t thos e who ar e below 2 1 o r abov e 7 0 wh o 
go abroad o n University business ? 

• Thes e woul d b e ver y rar e cases . Whe n the y occur , th e 
University wil l see k coverag e fo r suc h personne l b y 
purchasing Blue Cross travel insurance policies: these are 
policies whic h allo w fo r greater flexibility with regard t o 
the age of the persons insured .

O Ho w i s official duty defined ? 
• Th e Staf f Handbook (Term s o f Servic e A an d equivalen t 

staff, 1990 version) defines official duty as engaging in or 
carrying ou t academi c an d othe r dutie s (eg . a s hea d o r 
member o f a n academi c exchang e delegation ) outsid e 
Hong Kong , designate d b y a  competent authorit y withi n 
the University a s such an d approve d b y AAPC . 

O Wouldn' t i t tak e a  lon g tim e for a  reques t fo r Overseas 
Coverage t o b e processed , i f AAP C approva l mus t b e 
obtained beforehand ? 

• Th e Universit y ha s decided , fro m Februar y 199 4 on , t o 
delegate th e authorit y o f determinin g whethe r a  missio n 
or dut y abroa d i s a n officia l dut y t o th e mos t senio r 
officer responsibl e fo r th e academi c o r administrativ e 
unit concerned , ie , th e vice-chancellor , th e pro-vice -
chancellors, an d the faculty deans. This new decision wil l 
certainly hel p t o expedit e application s fo r Overseas 
Coverage. 

O I f a n officia l tri p abroa d mus t b e mad e b y a n employe e 
within a  shor t time , meanin g tha t ther e i s inadequat e 
time fo r hi m o r he r t o g o throug h th e usua l procedure , 
would i t be possible fo r the University t o arrang e fo r his 
or her Overseas  Coverage  nevertheless ? 

• Give n th e fac t tha t th e onu s o f approvin g officia l dutie s 
abroad ha s no w bee n delegated , th e situation s yo u 
mentioned wil l b e greatl y reduced . However , i n a 
genuinely urgen t case , i t i s stil l possibl e fo r th e staf f 
member concerne d t o arrang e fo r persona l insuranc e 
through th e University , wit h the understanding tha t if th e 
staff member' s applicatio n fo r Overseas  Coverage  i s no t 
approved, the n h e o r sh e mus t reimburs e th e Universit y 
for the insurance premium . 

Maximum Compensation for Deat h Overseas 

O What ar e the rates payable unde r th e Overseas  Coverage 
scheme? I n th e cas e o f a  Universit y employe e wh o 
sustains injur y an d die s whil e o n officia l dut y abroad , 
how muc h ca n hi s or her beneficiary expect t o receive ? 

• Accordin g t o arrangement s endorse d b y th e AAP C 
in Februar y 1994 , th e designate d beneficiar y o f a n 
employee wh o die s whil e o n officia l dut y abroa d ma y 
receive compensatio n roughl y equivalen t t o 3 6 months ' 
pay fo r a  non-clinica l lecture r a t to p poin t o f hi s salar y 
scale. I n Februar y 199 4 term s thi s amount s t o abou t 
HK$1 ,890 ,000 . Thi s i s o n to p o f th e maximu m 
HK$ 1,260,000 tha t can be claimed unde r the Employees’ 
Compensation scheme . S o tota l compensatio n ma y b e a s 

high a s HK$3,150,000 . 

O Ho w ma y a n employe e wh o i s o n officia l dut y abroa d 
extend hi s o r he r Overseas  Coverage  i f wor k require s 
him o r he r t o sta y oversea s longe r tha n originall y 
declared? 

• Th e staf f membe r ma y hav e th e insuranc e polic y extended 
by informin g th e Busines s Sectio n direct , o r 

request hi s o r he r hea d o f uni t t o notif y th e Busines s 
Section whil e applying fo r extension o f leave. In case th e 
staff member ha s no t notified the Business Section , then , 
upon retur n t o Hon g Kon g an d assumin g tha t h e o r sh e 
has ha d n o injury , th e staf f member mus t stil l repor t th e 
extension o f tou r abroa d t o th e Busines s Section , s o tha t 
the sectio n ma y retrospectivel y exten d th e insuranc e 
policy. Thi s i s t o establish th e University' s goo d fait h in 
paying fo r th e premiu m i n full , an d t o ste m an y 
possibility o f claim s bein g stalle d b y th e insuranc e 
companies. 

O If  a n employe e plannin g t o hav e a  holida y oversea s i s 
asked b y hi s o r he r hea d o f uni t t o conduct som e official 
business abroad , ca n he o r she see k Overseas  Coverage? 
And, i f yes , how ? 

• Fo r as long as the business abora d i s an approved official 
duty, the n th e party concerne d ma y reques t th e Busines s 
Section t o make the necessary insuranc e arrangements . I t 
goes withou t saying , however , tha t th e Universit y wil l 
pay only fo r those days when the staff member concerne d 
is actuall y o n officia l dut y an d tha t th e res t o f th e 
premium mus t b e a t the expense o f the staf f member . 

How Frequentl y Are Insuranc e Policies 
Reviewed? 

O Unde r wha t circumstance s wil l th e Universit y revie w 
existing policie s an d measures regarding staf f insurance ? 
When did the last review tak e place? Did i t have anythin g 
to d o wit h th e unfortunat e inciden t i n Septembe r 199 3 
when a  Universit y employe e die d whil e o n officia l 
business i n China ? 

• Th e Busines s Sectio n ha s spare d n o effort s in improvin g 
various insuranc e policie s applicabl e t o Universit y personnel. 

Such effort s hav e bee n ongoin g an d therefor e 
not necessaril y relate d t o an y particula r incident . A s a 
matter o f fact , th e sectio n conducte d a  comprehensiv e 
review a s early a s June 1990 , an d th e major result o f tha t 
exercise wa s a n extensio n o f staf f insuranc e coverag e 
from Hong Kon g t o th e world . Th e nex t comprehensiv e 
review bega n i n Jun e 1993 , wit h th e assistanc e o f 
professional personne l fro m Jardine Insurance . Tha t wa s 
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a highl y productiv e exercis e i n whic h ever y insuranc e 
policy wa s scrutinized, th e compensation an d scope of 
coverage enlarged , an d premiums wer e lowered. By earl y 
November 199 3 th e Business Sectio n ha d written t o al l 
teaching an d administrativ e units , explainin g th e variou s 
insurance policie s tha t th e Universit y woul d tak e ou t fo r 
its staf f an d property. Followin g thi s th e section wil l 
continue t o assis t various department s i n procuring bette r 
security fo r their staff . Colleague s wh o are in nee d of 
further information ar e welcom e t o contact th e Busines s 
Section. 

Have You Named Your Beneficiar y Yet? 
O Wha t woul d b e the University' s advic e to its employees 

with regar d to their rights  an d privileges ? 

• Colleague s wh o are members o f the Staff Superannuation 
Scheme woul d fin d it in their advantag e t o file wit h 

the University th e name s of the beneficiarie s in regard o f 
their schem e benefit s i n cas e the y unfortunatel y pas s 
away whil e member s o f the scheme. Withou t this , the 
pay-out o f superannuatio n benefit s wil l b e subjec t t o 
probate procedure s a s required b y law, whic h invariabl y 
take quit e a  bit of time. Generall y speakin g ever y new 
staff membe r wil l b e requested t o fil e th e name o f the 
designated beneficiar y as he or she joins th e scheme . Fo r 
those wh o hav e no t yet done so , or who wis h t o mak e 
changes t o informatio n previousl y supplied , pleas e 
contact th e Bursary a s soon a s possible .
