Ms. Cheng , a  successfu l businesswoma n wh o ha s bee n 
developing a  direct sellin g empire i n Hong Kong , mainland China , 
and Taiwan for over two decades, talked about her crisis management 
strategies an d the step s she took t o reach the top i n her career . Sh e 
also share d w i th th e audienc e th e secre t o f maintainin g a  fami l y 
and he r thought s abou t th e importanc e o f participatin g i n socia l 
services an d developing one' s interests . 

Ms. Chen g wa s appointe d b y Amwa y i n th e earl y 1990 s t o 
initiate a  direct sell in g marke t i n mainlan d China . Jus t whe n th e 
business wa s beginnin g t o f lour ish , th e Chines e governmen t 
suddenly prohibited, i n 1998 , direct selling , due to the great numbe r 
o f frau d cases related to thi s sellin g method. B y tha t time, Amwa y 
had invested heavily in China. Ms. Cheng still remembered the fears 
she had then and how sh e and her company survive d the turmoil b y 
staying calm . 

The ingredient s fo r Ms . Cheng' s succes s ar e meticulousnes s 
and conscientiousness. A fe w years after graduating from university , 
she decided to leav e he r governmen t job t o becom e a  secretary i n 
Amway's Hon g Kong office . Her choice to star t f rom the bottom o f 
the ladde r i s an excellent exampl e fo r youn g people startin g ou t i n 
their careers .

Wendy's imprompt u speec h 
topic wa s whethe r on e ca n gai n 
more fro m experienc e tha n fro m 
books, and Sophia's was whethe r 
informat ion technolog y wa s a 
blessing or a  curse.

language. The judging panel consisted of six members , 
f i ve represent in g eac h o f th e f i v e ins t i t u t i on s 
participating in the festival, and a sixth impartial judge 
from a  non-part ic ipat in g university .

Village Life in Hong Kong: Politics, Gender, and 
Ritual in the Ne w Territories 
Written by James L. Watson and Rubie S. Watson, this book 
explores the cultural traditions of Cantonese villagers who 
first settled in South China's Pearl River Delta during the 
Tang and Song dynasties (10th to 12th centuries). The 
authors lived and worked in the New Territories, Hong 
Kong's rural hinterland, during the 1960s and 1970s. 

Two villages in particular are featured in this book: San 
Tin and Ha Tsuen, homes (respectively) of the Man and Teng 
lineages. These are single-surname communities of the type 
that once dominated rural politics in South China. In the 
1960s and 1970s, village life revolved around the 
performance of expensive and time-consuming rituals associated with birth, marriage, 
and ancestor worship. Geomancy (fengshui) was a universally accepted system of belief 
that linked the living to the dead. Men and women lived in separate social worlds that 
were closed to members of the opposite sex. 

Many of the rituals and social activities described in this book are no longer 
performed in the New Territories, or in adjacent regions of Guangdong province. The 
physical landscape has also changed dramatically in recent decades. Several of the 
tenant communities studied by the Watsons were demolished in the wake of 'Ne w 
Town' development during the 1980s and 1990s. Nonetheless, indigenous villagers o f 
the New Territories stil l constitute a vibrant, recognizable minority in Hong Kong's 
rapidly expanding population. Globalization and hyper-urbanization have combined to 
create a new, postmodern society in an area that was, until recently, a rural hinterland.
