Public Lecture By Wei Lun Visiting Professor

Sir lain Chalmers
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Medical Expert Calls for More Attention to
Research Needs of Patients and Clinicians

Sir Tain Chalmers, a strong advocate of evidence-
based medicine and coordinator of the James Lind
Initiative, which promotes public and professional
acknowledgement of uncertainties about the effects of
treatments and research to address them, presented
a Wei Lun Lecture entitled ‘How Can the Research
Community Serve the Information Needs of Patients
and Clinicians More Effectively?” on 8 December
2006 at the School of Public Health Building, Prince
of Wales Hospital.

Sir Iain edits The James Lind Library, a web-based
resource containing material about fair tests of
medical treatments. He was director of the UK
Cochrane Centre between 1992 and 2002.

In his lecture, Sir lain explained the research
community has inadequately addressed questions
about the effects of treatments patients and clinicians
think are important, so there is a mismatch between
what patients and clinicians want to be researched
and what research actually gets done. In addition,
researchers often fail to assess systematically what is
already known before embarking on new research,
fail to publish research results they do not like, and
fail to report the results of new research in ways that
make clear what the new study has contributed to the
sum total of relevant research addressing a particular
question.
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US Defence Specialist on Political Consequences of
China’s Economic Development

Prof. Henry S. Rowen, senior fellow, Hoover
Institution, Stanford University, delivered a lecture
entitled ‘The Inevitable Political Consequences of the
Economic Development of China’ on 4 December at
the University.

Prof. Rowen was the Assistant Secretary of Defence for
International Security Affairs in the US Department
of Defence from 1989 to 1991. He was chairman of
the National Intelligence Council from 1981 to 1983,
served as president of the RAND Corporation from
1968 to 1972. From 2004-05, he was a member of
the Presidential Commission on the Intelligence
Capabilities of the United States Regarding Weapons
of Mass Destruction. He is currently doing research
on regions of innovation and entrepreneurship in
Greater China and on economic and political topics
in Asia.

In his lecture, Prof. Rowen discussed the connection
between development and democracy and how
development leads to freedoms in China. He believes
that the Chinese economy, despite obstacles, is likely
to stay on a high but gradually declining growth
path. By 2015, China should edge into the ‘partly free’
group of countries and be in the ‘free group’ by 2025.
He believes the prospect for peace is good, including
for reconciliation between Taiwan and the mainland,
but cautioned against the arousal of strong nationalist
sentiments. £
